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Message from the Rector

One of my Old Testament professors, Judy Fentress-Williams, trained us to outline the Bible
passages we were studying. Part of this specialized outline included listing all of the “characters” in the
“story”. Judy had to remind us over and over again to remember to always include God on our list of
characters. Whether or not God is mentioned directly, God is always apart of stories in the Bible.

When I work with couples as they prepare for marriage, we talk about the differences between
getting married at a church and getting married by a justice-of-the-peace. One of the things we talk about is
the difference between a contract and a covenant. When you are married by a justice-of-the-peace, you
enter into a marriage contract. When you are married in a church, you enter into a marriage covenant.
According to Dictionary.com, both words have almost the same exact primary definition: an agreement
between two or more parties to do or not do something specified. In the Episcopal Church we believe a
covenant is different from a contract because God is ALWAYS a party to a covenant. When a couple is
married, they are covenanted to each other and to God.

Recently, I have been talking with your Wardens and Vestry about how we talk about giving at St
Mary’s. In the past we have asked you to make a pledge of your “time, talents, and treasure” to St. Mary’s.
More recently, as we have begun moving toward a program of year-round stewardship, we have asked you
to fill out a sharing card. I wondered what would happen if we invited everyone to make a sharing
“covenant” with St. Mary’s. This is all a matter of semantics, any way we say it, we ARE asking you to
make a financial commitment to St. Mary’s. I was hoping that by using the word covenant, we would subtly
be reminded that all we have is a gift from God and that God is a part of our decision to share our resources
charitably.

When you fill out a sharing card/sharing covenant, you are letting your parish leadership know that
we can count on your financial support. This allows us to plan a budget based on the amount you have
offered to give. If you don’t fill out a card, we can’t plan on your giving.

I hope it is no secret that St. Mary’s is feeling the affects of the recession just like you are.
Sharing/pledge income has not increased as we had hoped. The “play-lot” has not sold so income we had
planned on for servicing the debt from our renovation did not materialize. Additionally, St. Mary’s has for
many years (by some reports, 18-20 years), not been able to cover its operating budget with sharing/pledge
income. We became dependent on income from our modest endowment for operating income and we got in
the habit of covering our budget deficit by carrying cash forward in the budget. (This is a very common and
totally legal accounting procedure.) In 2009 we told the Diocese that we could not afford our full
apportionment (St. Mary’s pledge/share to the Diocese of Chicago) and we cut music and outreach by
significant amounts in order to come close to balancing the budget and we still had to carry cash forward in
order to present a balanced budget. In 2010, we opted not to fill the vacant Director of Religious Education
position to cut expenses, even then we had to present an almost $50,000 deficit budget.

For the most part, your dedicated, creative, and frugal staff, volunteers, and Vestry have been able to
make worship and day to day operations appear that not much has changed. In many ways, we have found
ways to do more with less. But I have to tell you we are at the end of that rope. Kevin has not purchased
any significant new music in two years. Items in Catechesis of the Good Shepherd Atriums are broken or
wearing out and need to be replaced. Even though we have been through a renovation, maintenance has
been deferred in our physical plant. Without a Director of Religious Education we are no longer able to
support the Christmas Pageant, the Christian Formation Sunday Picnic, Vacation Bible School and many
other forms of special programming that have been offered seasonally.

Message from the Rector

In November we begin servicing the debt from the Open Doors Campaign. We will be adding at
least another $50,000.00 in expenses to our budget. So if we do the math, we are looking at having
approximately a $100,000.00 funding deficit in the 2011 budget. This is not a crisis of epic proportions; St
Mary’s is not in any risk of “going out of business”! That said, unless pledge/sharing income increases
significantly, we are going to have to make significant (and painful) cuts to our programs.

Over the last several weeks, Curt Manning has been peppering the bulletin and newsletter with
information about the real costs of keeping St. Mary’s doors open. That will continue. Historically, the
Wardens and rector worked to draft the budget. This year your new finance committee (comprised of
congregation members experienced in finance, vestry members and clergy staff) will be prayerfully working
to present a budget recommendation to your vestry. We are very excited to be able incorporate your
feedback from the CAT survey into this conversation. We will make every attempt to keep you apprised of
this process. If you have questions or comments, please talk to a staff or vestry member.

God is always a part of the story. God is a part of this story. We are all a part of this story. If you
read St. Mary’s Church History, you find that St. Mary’s has been down this road before and we will come
through this rough terrain. The economic recession is not easy for any of us, but it does present St. Mary’s
with an opportunity. We can talk openly and clearly about our financial situation and take prayerful and
strategic steps toward fully funding our operating budget. Whether you pledge, fill out a sharing card, or
decide to make sharing covenant, please let us now St. Mary’s can count on you.

Message from the Senior Warden

Twenty-one years ago a gift was given to St. Mary’s by the estate of a former
parishioner which was the initial seed money for our existing Endowment.
Subsequently, there have been several other substantial gifts which allowed the
funds to grow. For the past twenty years, income from the endowment (5% to
6% per year) has been used to supplement our operating budget. In 2010, that
translates into @ 17% of our budget.

Typically, at many churches, endowments are not used in this manner. Annual
operating income is generated from parishioners’ pledges / contributions and
the annual budget is limited to that amount. Endowments are typically used to
fund special ministries outside the context of the operating budget. In 2009, a
number of discussions among the leadership of St. Mary’s focused on how we
too could have our annual budget supported solely by the generosity of our
congregation and allow our endowment to be used to fund many exciting new
ministries in Christian Formation, Outreach, Spirituality, just to name a few!

In order to begin to make this a reality, it would be necessary for each of our
contributors (those who commit to sharing / pledging annually) to increase their
contribution by $13 per week. That would translate into $98,000 a year which
is just slightly more than our contribution from the endowment in 2010.

Honoted Saint For October

HENRY MARTYN

Henry Martyn was born in 1781, studied at Cambridge, and became
Senior Wrangler. (That is, he won the Cambridge University annual
mathematics problem-solving competition, and was accordingly
recognized as the University's best undergraduate mathematician.
"Wrangling" is a British University expression for solving mathematical
problems.) He had, moreover, a considerable facility in languages.
Under the encouragement of Charles Simeon, he abandoned his
intention of going into law and instead went to India as a chaplain in
1806. In the six remaining years of his life, he translated the New
Testament into Hindi and Persian, revised an Arabic translation of the
New Testament, and translated the Psalter into Persian and the Prayer
Book into Hindi. In 1811 he left India for Persia, hoping to do further
translations and to improve his existing ones, there and in Arabia. But
travel in those days was not a healthy occupation, and he fell ill and
eventually died at Tokat on October 16, 1812. (The American Calendar
commemorates him on 19 October.) He was buried by the Armenian
church there, with the honors ordinarily reserved for one of their own
bishops. His diary has been called "one of the most precious treasures of
Anglican.

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Recipe of the Month

Pumpkin Cheesecake

Ingredients

1 1/2 cups finely ground gingersnap cookies

1/4 cup finely ground walnuts

1/4 cup sugar

5 tablespoons butter, melted

3 packages (8 ounces each) cream cheese, softened
1 3/4 cups sugar

3 tablespoons all-purpose flour

6 eggs

1 teaspoon Spice Islands 100% Pure Bourbon Vanilla Extract
1 1/2 teaspoons Spice Islands Pumpkin Pie Spice

1 can (15 ounces) pumpkin

Directions

Preheat oven to 500 degrees F.

Combine gingersnaps, walnuts, sugar and butter in a medium bowl. Press into the bottom and 1-inch up the side of a
10-inch nonstick spring form pan. Set aside.

Beat cream cheese, sugar and flour with an electric mixer until smooth. Add 5 eggs, one at a time, then vanilla,
beating on low speed. Transfer 2-1/2 cups to a separate bowl; set aside. Beat 1 egg, pumpkin pie spice and pumpkin
into remaining filling until smooth. Pour half of pumpkin filling into crust, then half of the plain; repeat. Swirl gently with
a spoon.

Bake at 500 degrees F for 10 minutes; reduce temperature to 200 degrees F and bake for 30 minutes. Tent with
aluminum foil and continue baking for 1 hour or until center appears nearly set. Run a knife around top of cake to
loosen from pan.

Turn off oven and open door to allow cake to cool gradually for 20 to 30 minutes. Remove from oven and finish
cooling on a rack for 15 minutes, then chill in refrigerator at least 6 hours

*2$3 Place a pan of water in the oven with the cheesecake while baking. This will help prevent the cake from cracking.

Breaking News from Southeast Mexico!

I just returned from a great meeting this weekend in Veracruz with Obispo (Bishop) Benito and
the new board of directors of the Neighbors Together Foundation, a cooperative venture of the
Dioceses of Chicago, West Texas, and Southeast Mexico. I was thrilled to learn during the
meeting that the building construction started by St. Mary’s team in November of 2008 has been
completed enough for the water filtration system to be installed by Living Waters for the World
and the Diocese of Arizona. The system is working and they are selling potable water for 5
pesos for one of the big water-cooler-size bottles.

Here is a picture of the building taken last May.

And more good news: The Diocese of West Texas has a Water
Mission Board, which has identified San Felipe as a high priority
spot to dig a water well. Right now they are trucking the water
in for purification, so to have their own well will a great thing
for this community. They are selling the purified water for 7

- pesos for those large blue bottles (like you see in water

~ coolers).

But on a much less positive note, the Diocese of Southeast Mexico has been hard-hit this month
by Hurricanes Earl and Matthew. Bishop Benito pulled together a relief effort last Sunday, with
donations sent by Episcopal Relief and Development, to help several communities in the outskirts
of Veracruz that were completely submerged in the flooding which followed the heavy rains of
Earl. That same day, the states of Oaxaca and Tabasco experienced heavy rains, flooding and
mudslides from Matthew — and it headed toward the state of Veracruz. We await word of how
they fared in the last couple of days. Please keep our brothers and sisters in Southeast Mexico in
your prayers.
